body of the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, and
WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the
authority of Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal
constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council, and
WHEREAS, the Oneida Nation has established as a priority the
education of our children, and development of an Oneida
High School Program, and
WHEREAS, the United States Department of Interior, Bureau of
Indian Affairs projects to improve the education of
Indian Children, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Nation is an Indian Tribe and Local Education
Agency, eligible for program funding under 34 CFR 253.2.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Oneida Business Committee
authorized the Tribal Chairman to seek funds through the U.s.
