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RESOLUTION NO. 5-16-84-B

WHEREAS, The Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the responsibility
of the Oneida Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council; and

WHEREAS, The Oneida General Tribal Council has authorized the construction of
homes on the Oneida reservation for the benefit of its membership; and,

WHEREAS, The Oneida Housing Authority has been directed to continue to construct
homes pursuant to an agreement with the United States, specifically the
Department of HUD; and,

WHEREAS, The Tribe leased to the Oneida Housing Authority certain of its lands
for construction of fifty (50) housing units, known as the Three Sisters
Subdivision, also known as the 10-8 Program; and,

WHEREAS, The United States Department of HUD, by letter dated June 15, 1979,
approved of the Tribe's home construction plans for the Three Sisters
Subdivision; and,

WHEREAS, The Oneida Tribe enacted a Shoreland Ordinance on December 7, 1981,
which by its provisions, excluded the Three Sisters Subdivision, above
mentioned, specifically Section 10.2 which states, "All uses which
require the issuance of special exception permit, but were in
existence before the adoption of this ordinance, shall not require a
special exception permit”.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: That the Oneida Business Committee, on behalf of
the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, hereby determines that the
Shoreland Ordinance does not apply to the Three Sisters Subdivision
and that the project should commence forthw1th, provided all other
requirements are satisfactory.
