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Because of the help of
this Oneida Chief in
cementing a friendship
between the six nations
and the colony of
Pennsylvania, a new
nation, the United States
was made possible.

Oneidas bringing several
hundred bags of corn to
Washington's starving army
at Valley Forge, after the
colonists had consistently
refused to aid them.

Indian government and a Treaty Tribe recognized by the laws of the
United States; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governing body of the
Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated authqrity under
Article IV I Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitu,tion by the
Oneida General Tribal Council; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of-Wisconsin has determined as an
overall goal to protect, maintain, and improve the standard of
living and the environment in which the Oneida people live; while
maintaining and re-establishing the sovereign rights of the OneidaNation; 

and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe has also determined that the health, safety, and
welfare of the Oneida People is one of its top priorities; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe has developed the Oneida Public Transit
department to Serve our people and our community with the
accessibility to get to and from work, home, and other events by
providing safe, affordab+e transportation.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: that the Oneida Tribe apply for 1999 Section
53ll Capital Assistance funds from the Wisconsin Department of Transportation
to assist in the efforts of providing for safe, affordable, and accessible
tr.nsportation to the Oneida People and the Oneida Community.
