WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is a federally recognized Indian 
government and a Treaty Tribe recognized by the laws of the United 
States, and 

WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governmental body of the 
Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, and 

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of 
Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida 
General Tribal Council, and 

WHEREAS, the goal of the Oneida Tribe is to protect, maintain, and preserve the 
rights of all Oneida People, and further the rights of all Oneida Native 
American Women 

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe recognized the importance of preserving the Oneida 
oral tradition and to enhance the awareness of using oral traditions 
within the classroom and/or curriculum. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: That the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, 
authorizes and submits this grant application to the Wisconsin Humanities Council for 
funding to sponsor a two day Oral Tradition Conference featuring five (5) Oneida 
Storytellers.
