WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the
authority of Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal
Constitution by the Onelda General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS, Article IV, Section 1 (a) authorizes the Oneida Business
Committee "to negotiate with local governments", and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the Oneida Tribe of Indians
of Wisconsin to promote and enhance the business
development of the Oneida Tribe, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe desires to secure water, sewer and roads
for its Casino and for the Airport Business Development.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Oneida Business Committee
authorizes two of its four officers to enter into and
bind the Oneida Tribe to enter into the Infrastructure
Development Agreement with the Village of Ashwaubenon.
