of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council; and

the Oneida Business Committee may grant a license to sell alcohol beverages through a
resolution pursuant to Article 507.4-2 of the Oneida Alcohol Beverage Licensing Law; and

the Oneida One Stop — Westwind, by Oneida Retail Enterprise, has satisfied the
requirements of the Oneida Alcohol Beverage Licensing Law, including the procurement
of a license to sell alcohol by the local municipality, the City of Green Bay; and

Oneida Retail Enterprise has requested the Oneida Business Committee grant it a license
to sell alcohol at the Oneida One Stop — Westwind; and

the Oneida Licensing Department has reviewed Oneida One Stop — Westwind’s renewal
application along with all required documents, and has determined they are in compliance
for renewal.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that Oneida Retail Enterprise, Oneida One Stop — Westwind, may
sell alcohol beverages in accordance with the Oneida Alcohol Beverage Licensing Law and the prevailing
laws of the local municipality, the City of Green Bay, WI, to be issued by the Oneida Licensing Department
and shall, in accordance with section 507.4-4(a), run concurrent with the license issued by the municipality.
