Tribe of Indians of the Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the General Tribal Council has been delegated the authority of the Constitution of the
Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, and

WHEJREAS, the Oneida Business Committee may be delegated duties and responsibilities by the
Oneida General Tribal Council and is at all times subject to the review powers of the
Oneida General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS, The Wisconsin Legislature has enacted Section 560.02(4) and Section 560.96 Wis. Stats
to direct the Department of Commerce to designate Technology Zones and to make
available certain tax benefits for certified businesses within the eight (8) zones to be
created in the State of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, an increased level of understanding and cooperation between agencies, municipalities, and
counties would improve opportunities for economic development in Brown County and
in Northeast Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians ofW~consin would potentially benefit from the existence of
a Technology Zone as a tool in attracting technology based businesses, stimulating new
investment, and creating quality high technology jobs, and

WHEREAS, as many as fifteen other counties and economic development agencies in Northeast
Wisconsin including, Advance, and the Bay-Lake Regional Planning Commission will

Statement of Effect
Resolution in Support of a Technology Zone for Northeast Wisconsin

Summary
Thi$ resolution declares the Oneida Tribe of Indians support for a regional Technology
Zone for Northeast Wisconsin.

Analysis

A Technology Zone is an area designated by the Wisconsin Department of Commerce
for tile pllrpose of stimluating lllgh-technology business growth in Wisconsin. The
State intends to designate up to 8 zones and provide up to$5 lnillion in tax credits for
each zone for high-technology businesses locating or expanding witI1jn a designated
TeclmologyZone. If the Northeast Wisconsin application is approved, the Tribe could
benefit because the Oneida Nation Electronics (ONE) facility has been identified by the
region's Technology Zone governing body in waiting as a prime location for a
technology based business to lease.

Although a resolution of support is not reqtrired as a prerequisite for participation
(Brown and Outagamie Counties are among the 15-16 co-applicants in the region),
support resolutions from individual communities are being sought for moral support and
to help persuade the Deparhnent of Commerce to designate the region a Technology
Zon~. The Bay-Lake Regional Plannin-g Commission is coordinating the application

proaess for Brown County.

Because tl1e application materials must be received by tl1e Department of Commerce
by February 28,2002, tl1e Resolution.,ifpassed, should be forwarded to tl1e Bay-Lake

Regional Planillng Commission as soon as possible.
