sections I tlllough 8, was adopted by Business Colnmittee Resolution BC- 7 -27 -98-A; and

WHEREAS, said Law addresses tile rules and procedures for certification of tIlose individuals and
businesses entitled to tile benefits of Indian preference in contracting and employment; and

WHEREAS, it is desirable to provide for the in1.plementation of Indian Preference by defining tile rights
and responsibilities of such individuals and businesses, tile priority of preference betvveen
various classes entitled to the preference, the benefits in the fonn of bidding allowances or
discounts, the procedures for implementing tile preference and enforcing its tenns.
